Work with all 6 branches of the K-family to hold a Thanksgiving 
dinner for your community members, specifically for those in 
need. Focus on homeless shelters or senior centers and work 
collaboratively to hold a dinner for them, by reaching out to 
local venues, food banks, and possible volunteers to help 
prepare and serve the food. Make it a team effort!

K-Fam FUN
Work with your K-Fam Ohana to host monthly or bi-monthly 
events for all 6 branches and community members. This can be 
as casual as a bingo family or movie night, and it allows for the 
opportunity to bond with the different branches of Kiwanis. 
Different activities such as letter making for Kiwanians can take 
place for members to participate in.
