To eliminate MNT from the Earth, Kiwanis and UNICEF are working together in order to immunize babies and mothers all 

across the globe. Our pledge of USD $110,000 will provide vaccines, syringes, transportation, and medical staff. Let’s 

work together to fulfill our promise and save thousands of lives from a preventable infection. Just $1.80 for a vaccine 

can save the lives of many.
