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Look for local clean-up events or organizations
hosting coastal or park reserve clean-ups to partner
with. Your club can even hold your own clean-up
event whether it's at one of your city’s parks, the
nearby lake, beach, or around the city. Have
members pick up trash to keep your city clean!

Encourage environmental awareness and keeping
our communifies clean to members by holding a
recycling drive. Collect materials or go around
looking for items that can be recycled. You can
have members go around or leave a box for any
items you want to be recycled in classrooms.
